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Introduction

The index also measures developments in prices, volumes and values of various types of
statistics, for example: the price index measures the change in prices from one period to another,
and the production index measures the change in production for an industry between different
periods, as well as the foreign trade index that measures the movement of exports And imports,
whether in terms of size or quantity, from time to time.

The applications of indices are no longer limited to economists in their analyzes, but have
become a means in the hands of those interested in social and administrative sciences and
various other specialized sciences to conduct comparisons, analyzes and future expectations.
Therefore, it can be said that the index is an indicator used in statistical analysis to measure
changes that occur in any phenomenon over time that can be expressed them digitally.

It is worth mentioning that the indices of consumer prices that are installed in the region's
statistical authority, taken into account when installing compliance with international standards
and concepts, in order to:

* The possibility of comparison between the provinces of the region.

* Possibility of comparison with other countries.

KRSO is pleased to publish annual report on consumer price index and inflation rate in
Kurdistan region for 2022 on a seasonal and biannual basis and hopes to meet the users’
expectations.

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Objectives
CPI provides data on monthly and annual changes in the prices paid by consumers for a
representative basket of goods and services. The aim of this work is to provide CPI data on a
monthly basis for the following purposes:
- for taking appropriate decisions practically in economic field by relevant parties and track
economy situation,
- to measuring changes in prices of consumer goods and services,
- to track inflation trend
- to use in economic and statistical analysis related to changes in prices and predicting
prices in different times,
- CPI can be used as a tool to measure the currency purchasing power.

Concepts

Consumer Price Index (CPI)

It is this indicator that measures the rate of change according to time in the price of goods and
services to the consumer who needs a mechanism, and that these changes affect wages according
to the consumer’s income in living. This indicator can be relied upon to measure the standard of
living for individuals according to the years.

Basket of goods

Basket of goods refers to a group of goods and services that household paid for to meet their
daily needs.

Socioeconomic survey of the family

The results of this survey are used to find out the relative distribution of spending on goods and
services included in the composition of the consumer price index. Expenditure is defined as: (the
value spent by all family members in exchange for goods and services, whether related to food,

housing, clothing or personal tools during a specific period) . Relative importance of goods and

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services: The proportion of the share of spending on the good or service out of the total spending

on all goods and services within the consumer basket.

Markets

Markets are places where the prices of goods and services, known as consumer basket, are
collected, such as retail stores, groceries in addition to places offering various services such as
medical services and services for rental units (apartments, houses) and other services included in
the basket.

Alternative Markets
It refers to the markets used as alternatives where the main markets could not be reached for any

reason like permanently closure of the place or unavailability of determined goods or items.

Current Price

It is the price of the goods or services at the reference period (day of interviewing).

Monthly inflation rate

The average prices change in a given month compared to the previous month.

Annual inflation rate

The average prices change in a given year compared to the previous year.

Base Year
The year 2012 was chosen as the base year in which the household expenditure and income
survey was conducted and relying on this survey the goods and services were weighted. CPI in

base year is equal to 100.

COICORP classification

To classify and analyze individual’s consumption expenditures incurred by households, the
classification of individual consumption by purpose (COICOP) was developed by the United
Nations Statistics Division and it has been relied on to meet our purpose in classification the
consumer expenditures. This classification consists of 12 sections which is known as main or
first division or first level, then the first level is expanded to the second, third and fourth level
which are given two, three, four and five digits respectively. The next two digits represent items.
Following represents an example for rice classification.

01: represent the first level or division (Food and Nonalcoholic beverages)

011: represent the second level (Food)

0111: represent the third level (Bread and cereals)

011101: represent the Item (Rice)

The 01-12 divisions according to COICOP classification and the number of items used in each

division are as follows:

Food and non-alcoholic beverages include 154 items,
Alcoholic beverages and tobacco include 3 items,

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Methodology
Sampling
Basket of goods

The sample was adopted using the cut off sampling method to select the commodity basket of the
consumer price index, as the sample included all commodities for which the average monthly per
capita expenditure is 25 dinars. or more in the Iraq Social and Economic Survey of the Family
(IHSES) for the year 2012. After defining the sample, some commodities were added. It was not
included in the sample, but it was considered important from the point of view of the consumer.
At the same time, commodities that were not believed to be important to the consumer were
omitted, although they appeared with expenditures of more than 25 dinars. The number of
commaodities and services included in the sample reached 333 commodities and services out of a
total of 803 commodities and services, and accordingly the sample is 42% Of the commodities
that were mentioned in the socio-economic survey of the family. And the individual’s monthly
spending on a sample of goods and services is more than 88% of his spending on all goods and
services, while the number of selected items reached 486 items distributed into 12 sections
according to the classification of individual expenditure according to purpose (COICOP)

Classification Of Individual Consumption By Purpose.

Markets

The markets or sampling points for collecting the prices of goods, services and rental housing are
the center of governorates. Regarding districts and sub-districts, they were selected by the size of

population and price differences after managing with administrative units in these areas. Prices

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are not collected in villages, because there is no market for the majority of non-food items such
as electrical appliance. in these areas, people visit districts, sub-districts or city centers to obtain
these items. Prices are collected in the provinces of the region: (Erbil, Dohuk, Sulaymaniyah)

and three districts belonging to the provinces, the province sequence (Koya, Zakho, Rania).

Description of the items

It refers to the description of the items which are going to be recorded in the term of price, code,
the name, current price, previous price, measurement unit, pricing process and other factors
which have a role in their price like quality, brand, size, producer country, type of

packaging...etc.

Questionnaire
The CPI data collection forms are prepared and designed by specialists in the field of price
statistics. The questionnaire or form is designed to collect information on the goods and services.

The prices are collected according to the following time schedules:-

- The prices of food and tobacco (except fruits and vegetables) and clothes are
collected between 1-10 days of each month.

- The prices of housing, home appliances, health and education are collected between
11-20 days of each month.

- The prices of transportation, communication, entertainment and culture, restaurants,

miscellaneous goods and services are collected between 21-28 days of each month.

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Mechanism of data collection

Data collection is conducted according to the following mechanisms and guidance:

Data are directly collected from the selling points,

Data are collected from different types of selling points (big, medium, small),

The last price will be collected (in the day of visit),

To identify the most important factors which affect the prices like, brand, weight,
country of origin, size, and others,

Commitment to the cycle of price collection (weekly, monthly, annually) for each

item

Data auditing

To check the collected data and data accuracy, the following steps have been taken into

consideration:

Developing an automatic correction program in the process of data entry to identify
the missing data and correcting the errors,

Re-checking the form or questionnaire by returning the form to the points of data
collecting in the cases of uncertainty,

randomly selecting a number of items and returning back to the field to make
comparison between the current price (last price) and the previous prices of the items,
finding alternatives for missing items from other sources,

tracking the sample points (markets) and making contact with these places to locate
the exact place,

following up the performance of enumerators.

CPl is calculated through the following formula and steps:

in which, Py represents the Arithmetic mean of items in markets in the center of governorates and

the center of districts and Po represents the price of item in the base year (2012).

Step 2: after obtaining P and Po for all items, the CPI for the Higher-Level Aggregation would
be calculated through the Jevons Formula, and then Lapsers Formula would be used to calculate

the consumer price index relying on the weights achieved from the base year 2012 as follows:

Where, P1/ PO represent the relative price

W: the weight of item relying on IHSES 2012

Following achieving the CPI for the main groups, sub-group, and smaller categories separately,

the CPI would be calculated by averaging them.

Calculating CPI at the level of governorates and Kurdistan region

After obtaining the price level (without weighting) for each good in each governorate through
Jevons Formula, the average price level for all goods would be derived from monthly

expenditure on all goods and services as follows:

Where, P1/Po: represents the price level for each good and service in each governorate

W : weighting (the share of goods and services in total expenditure) represents the weight of all
goods and services in each governorate.

After obtaining the price level from equation 3, equation 2 would be used to calculate the CPI at

the level of Kurdistan region.

Calculating CPI for rental units

To calculate the CPI for rental units, it was relied on the data of housing section from IHSES
2012 in the Kurdistan region. that covered a sample size of 379 rental units (houses, apartments)
across governorates according to the selected sample in the center and districts of governorates

and also in some sub-districts and villages depending on the sample size.

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Results

CPI at the level of Kurdistan region:

Consumer price Index (CPI) recorded 110.9 in Kurdistan Region in 2022 with an increase by

10.9% compared to the base year 2012 and an increase by 7.1% compared to 2021.

CPI at the level of governorates:

At the level of governorates, CPI recorded increase in 2022 as follows:
Erbil (110.8) by 8.0%,

Sulaimani (108.9) by 5.8%,

Duhok (113.5) by 7.0%.
